Psychotherapy Relationships That Work: Tailoring the Relationship
to the Individual Patient

We invite poster proposals from LACPA student members and early career psychologist (ECP) members on any
research or theoretical topic related to the field of psychology. The LACPA Foundation will generously award
$200, $100, and $50 for the three finest posters presented at Convention.

What is a poster?
A poster is an excellent way to summarize your research (e.g., practicum, dissertation, or doctoral project) or
single case studies, and to present a conceptual model or innovative interventions in therapy.

What does a poster look like?
Key information (brief paragraphs, bulleted outlines, diagrams, tables, graphs) is posted on a bulletin board,
typically in large print (to make it easier to read). Posters can either be printed on a single, large sheet of
paper, or separate sheets of paper. Kinkos, or other similar businesses, can usually print posters (from a
Powerpoint file) for a reasonable cost.

What does the presenter do at Convention?
Presenters will stand by their posters at the specified time to answer questions and engage in a dialogue with
other professionals who are interested in the content. Presenters often provide handout summaries to
interested Convention attendees. Posters usually remain up for some period throughout Convention.

SUBMISSION REQUIREMENTS:

1. Abstracts from current LACPA student members or members within seven years of receipt of their
doctorate, will be accepted. Download a membership application from www.lapsych.org. Only one
poster proposal per applicant.

2. Abstracts are to be submitted using the application and must provide requested information. There must

be a title page. The abstract must not exceed 100 words. Submissions which do not follow the

application format and/or are missing information will not be considered.

Must submit four - 8 1/2” X 11” copies of the application, title and abstract page.

Type must be no smaller than 12 point, and must be doubled spaced.

All submissions must be postmarked no later than Friday, June 13, 2008. Submissions received after

that date will not be considered.

For Poster Session consideration,
abstracts must (1) be submitted by a current LACPA member either a student or early career psychologist (ECP)
within seven years of receiving their doctorate; (2) be received with a completed application; and (3) meet
submission requirements, including a title page and an abstract page. Rules for the Poster Session will
accompany acceptance letters.
